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SRS in 2007 

The SRS in 2007 began on June 

17th and ended on July 14th. It was 

the first cooperative program 

between Lund University Faculty 

of Engineering (LTH), Sweden and 

COE, also the pioneer cooperation 

between XMU & Lund University. 

The SRS was focused on the environmental engineering field and was composed of 

8 undergraduate students from LTH and 9 from COE, each of whom was involved in 

one project.  

On October 25th 2006, Prof. Per Warfvinge, Dean of Education of LTH, and Ms. 

Christina Grossmann, Director of LTH International Office visited Xiamen University 

and had a formal meeting with Prof. Dongxing Yuan, Dean of COE and Dr. Jinjing Luo, 

associate professor from environmental engineering, discussing about potential 

cooperation between two colleges. Both sides showed great interests in 

collaboration on environmental engineering field between two colleges. Right after 

that visit, Dr. Jinjing Luo and Ms. Vera Shi from COE in XMU, and Prof. Per Warfvinge, 

Dr. Rolf Larsson and Ms. Christina Grossmann from LTH in Lund University started to 

coordinate on this project. The project received warm response among students in 

both colleges. Eventually, a Memorandum of Understanding was signed in April 

2007, and 17 outstanding undergraduate students from both colleges were selected 

to join the Lingfeng SRS2007 in XMU.  
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Introduction to CEE 

The College of the Environment and Ecology (CEE) at Xiamen University was 

founded on March, 2011, on the basis of the former Department of Environmental 

Sciences and Engineering, College of Oceanography 

and Environmental Sciences, and the former 

Department of Ecological Sciences, College of Life 

Sciences. It consists of three academic departments 

and one research center, i.e., Department of 

Environmental Science, Department of Ecology, 

Department of Environmental and Ecological 

Engineering, and Environmental Science Research Center. CEE offers Ph.D, Mater, 

and Bachelor Programs on Environmental Science, Environmental Engineering, 

Environmental Management as well as Ecology, we also host post-doctoral training. 

In addition, Environmental Science is listed among the National Key Disciplines, and 

Ecology and Environmental Engineering are awarded as the Provincial Key 

Disciplines. 

The college houses one national level research platform, i.e., the State Key 

Laboratory of Marine Environmental Science (jointly established by the College of 

Ocean and Earth Sciences), three provincial level research platforms, i.e., the Key 

Laboratory of the Ministry of Education for Coastal and Wetland Ecosystems, the 

Fujian Provincial Key Laboratory for Coastal Ecology and Environmental Studies, and 

the Engineering Research Center of Fujian Province for Coastal Wetland Protection 

and Ecological Restoration, and one university level interdisciplinary research 

platform, i.e., the Coastal and Ocean Management Institute (COMI). 

The Environmental Science Research Centre was founded in 1992 on the basis of the 

Institute of Environmental Science which had been set up in 1982. The Centre 

carries out research into environmental and particularly marine environmental 

science. The College comprises six research divisions: Marine Biogeochemistry, 

Marine Microbial Ecology, Environmental Ecology, Environmental Chemistry, 

Environmental Planning & Management, and Environmental Engineering. The ESRC 

also runs a joint Master's Programme in Environmental Management with the 

University of San Francisco. 
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Introduction to LTH 

Lund University, Faculty of Engineering LTH, Lund, Sweden 

Lund University was founded in 1666. With eight faculties and a multitude of 

research centres and specialised institutes, it is today the largest unit for research 

and higher education in Sweden.

Undergraduate teaching and research are pursued in the fields of chemical, 

environmental, civil, mechanical, electrical and information-communication 

engineering, as well as computer science, engineering physics, engineering 

mathematics, nanotechnology, industrial management & engineering, 

biotechnology, surveying, risk management, architecture and industrial design. LTH 

also includes a number of joint departments comprising divisions belonging to the 

Faculty of Natural Science and the Faculty of Engineering, or LTH.
